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PHOTO, PRINT & PRESS INSTRUCTIONS FOR YOUR LOVEABLE LOOK-A-LIKE DOLL
1.  Using a camera, stand your model in front of a well-lit neutral background, such as a wall, sheet or project board.  Take a close-up photo of the front and back of the head.

2. Using a computer, print the photos, being sure to mirror image before you print them onto the enclosed iron-on transfer sheet on the plain, unmarked side of sheet, by placing into an INK JET PRINTER ONLY! ( You can also take your photo and transfer paper to a quick-print shop who can do it for you as well)

3. Using scissors trim the template below along the dotted line and lay it over photo as a sizing guide.  Place the face in center leaving hair on top and some neckline.  How the face fits in template is the way it will appear on doll’s face.
4. Preheat iron to highest cotton setting. NO STEAM

5. Press transfer to doll’s face, back of head, and make your own personal message on doll’s shirt too, make sure message is reversed and image side DOWN, using a smooth, hard, heat resistant pressing surface.

6. Remove transfer backing sheet.

7. Dolls may be machine laundered.
